Address Lookup Data Copy Documentation
1. Use the MySQL Migration Toolkit tool to copy cos_content_db.dbo.real_estate and cos_content_db.dbo.streets and tables to the MySQL database of choice.

2. Copy the real_estate.sql script to the required location.

3. Run the following command (don’t include brackets):

mysql –u[user] –p[password] somerville_cityweb < real_estate.sql

This will generate a single table called real_estate_info in the somerville_cityweb database that will contain in a denormalized manner all the information needed for the address lookup.

4. No further steps are needed. The Address Lookup Drupal view reads directly from the real_estate_info table using the Table Wizard module. Search results will update immediately after the real_estate.sql script is run.

Issues with Address Lookup Data

1. 1194 rows in the real_estate table don’t have a matching row in the streets table. This is because street number ranges (numbers1 and numbers2) in the streets table are incomplete.

2. 915 rows from the real_estate table represent duplicate entries as far as Address Lookup is concerned from 2 to 155 entries for a single address.

SELECT street_number, street_name, suffix, COUNT(real_estate_id)

FROM real_estate

GROUP BY street_number, street_name, suffix

HAVING COUNT(real_estate_id) > 1

ORDER BY COUNT(real_estate_id) DESC;
3. 530 rows from the real_estate table are missing the suffix.

SELECT COUNT(*) 
FROM cos_content_db_dbo.real_estate

WHERE IFNULL(suffix, '') = '';

4. 40 rows from the streets table are missing the suffix (for different streets than the real_estate table).

SELECT COUNT(*) 

FROM cos_content_db_dbo.streets

WHERE IFNULL(suffix, '') = '';

5. 106 rows in the streets table begin and end at the same street number 

(numbers1 = numbers2).

SELECT COUNT(*) 

FROM cos_content_db_dbo.streets

WHERE numbers1 = numbers2;
6. 13 rows from the real_estate table have the value of 0 for street number. None of these addresses are valid according to Google Maps.

SELECT COUNT(*)

FROM cos_content_db_dbo.real_estate

WHERE street_number = '0';

7. 4 rows from the streets table are missing values for both numbers1 and numbers2.

SELECT COUNT(*) FROM cos_content_db_dbo.streets

WHERE numbers1 IS NULL OR numbers2 IS NULL;
