REPORT OF THE COMMITTEE ON FINANCE

The Committee on Finance convened on October 2, 2007, with Chairman Maryann Heuston presiding and
Committee Members Aldermen John Connolly and Dennis Sullivan also present and voting. Also present
were Aldermen William Roche, Thomas Taylor and Rebekah Gewirtz as well as Michael Lambert from the
Mayor’s Office, Finance Director Ed Bean, Solicitor John Gannon, Chief Fire Engineer John Gannon,
George Landers from ISD, Peter Mills and Charles O’Brien from the DPW, Stephanie Hirsch from
Somerstat, Gerald Boyle from Capital Projects, and Monica Lamboy, Gregg Jenkins, Ken Costa, Stephen
Winslow, Arn Franzen, Lisa LePore and Anne Thomas from SPCD.

Several matters were discussed in committee including a request for an appropriation of $440,000 for the
purchase of a new 2008 pump truck for the Fire Department. The new truck has an expected life of at least
12 years and will replace equipment that has been in service since 1989, (18 years).

Also discussed was a request to accept $74,000 in environmental mitigation funds for the Kiley Barrel site.
Mr. Mills told the committee that there is a need for soil remediation at the site and he reviewed the scope
of the work to be performed with the members. Chairman Heuston cautioned that the city be aware of the
risks associated with remediation and Alderman Connolly expressed concern that the remediation not
trigger future problems and asked that Mr. Mills report back to the committee on the progress of the
project. Alderman Heuston’s motion that the Environment Programs Manager prepare a report on the
Kiley Barrel site incident and update the Board of Aldermen with any additional information regarding
the risks to the community on what was released into the air, was approved.

The committee discussed a request to extend the hours of a ResiStat Analyst and Chairman Heuston stated
her concerns as the savings could be better used to fund public safety or inspectional services personnel.

Several requests for funding to renovate parks within the city were discussed along with a request to
discontinue the Powderhouse School Renovation Project and appropriate unused bond proceeds for repairs
to public buildings.
