The meeting began at 6:15 PM. Mary chaired.

Presentation of Funding Request of $200,000 for 181 Washington St. by SCC (Shaina Korman Houston presented on behalf of SCC)

Dana had to run to a committee meeting on linkage and the jobs trust, and Beth arrived just prior to Shaina’s presentation of the project.

They have had 3 community meetings since partnering with a private company on the other parcel next door since Feb 2013.

The project includes 9 one-bedrooms, 21 two-bedrooms, and 10 three-bedrooms with ground floor commercial space. 8 units will be below 30% AMI and the rest will be below 60% AMI. 3 units will be reserved for households with disabilities. 8 units will have project based section 8 vouchers (the plan is to have those units for the extremely low income households). There will be a small courtyard with outdoor seating. The individual units will not have laundry hook ups, and there will be a laundry room on site, with half the space reserved for a play room with additional community space on the 2nd floor. The project was reviewed by the Design Review Committee on May 9, and will go before Planning on June 6. Shaina did indicate they would be interested in terms similar to 75 Cross St.

Deliberations – Andrea suggested a common request form cover sheet that makes it clear what the funding request is, number of units, summarizes funding sources, etc. Kelly to draft for review before the next meeting. The Trustees reviewed our FY14 budget, and discussed other potential projects in the pipeline.

Dana was still in the meeting, and Kelly Donato received her proxy vote on the funding request.

With a motion from Andrea, and a second from Donna, the Trust VOTED 5-0 to approve the funding request of $200,000 by SCC for 181 Washington St. based on the terms of 75 Cross Street at 2% interest.

The Trust tabled the rest of the agenda, as Mary had to leave and Dana and Danny (who had to recuse himself from SCC’s funding request presentation and vote) were not back up from the meeting and the Trust no longer had quorum to continue. The March Bank Statement presentation and the April Minutes will be reviewed and voted on at the June meeting.
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
