2. New Business 

· Trustees- The Mayor’s Office supported Melissa McWhinney, the Acting Director of CAAS. The BOA only appointed new members of the fire department in August and its possible that at the BOA meeting on Sept. 13th, they may have voted on Melissa’s appointment.

· Discussion of the Community Preservation Act – Is the Trust willing to lend its name as a supporter of the Community Preservation Act? City bodies are able to endorse. According to the Statewide Coalition for Community Preservation, there is no prohibition on involvement except by elected statewide officials. The Goal is to raise $60,000 for the campaign. They are not sure at this time if its approved, who would administer the funds.

· Financial Discussion

· Extenstion of St. Polycarp Phase III Commitment Letter – there was a delay in lining up the tax credit investor and bidding out the construction of this project. There is a request to extend the commitment to December 30, 2012.
