1. Reading and Approval of August 23rd Meeting Minutes- On a motion by Mary Lu, seconded by Eddie, the Commission:

VOTED (4-0, Stacey late):  to approve the August 23rd Meeting Minutes.

2. Commissioner Position Update:  Both Eddie and Renate were approved by the BOA.  A motion has been submitted to reappoint both Mary Lu and Aru.  Mary-Lu noted that she is no longer working for the City but would like to stay on with the Commission as the Human Rights Expert as long as her schedule allows.  Kelly Elam of the housing division has expressed interest in joining the Commission if a position becomes open.  She will become more involved regardless.

3. Grant Planning:  Aru looked into the posters and noted that they are very expensive.  The Commission decided instead to do a mailing to all households in 2 and 3 family homes and will coordinate that with Fair Housing Month.  The mailing should go out in February with information on any trainings to give people time to sign up.  The High School print shop can do the printing.  Renate will take the lead on revising the brochure for distribution.

Dana will look into purchasing promotional materials like pens and magnets.  She will also contact local Fair Housing Groups to see if they would like to be included on the magnets as a resource.

Aru will look into whether we can do a radio spot in April as well.

4. Old Business:  Mary Lu told the Commission that the Friend of the Court brief discussed via email had been filed and the case was found to not be discrimination.  The Commission voted to formally sign on to the brief (5-0).

5. New Business:  None

6. Adjournment:  The meeting adjourned, on a motion by Stacey, seconded by Eddie, voted (5-0).
